How to Fill Out Your Chapter Recognition Spreadsheet

1. Gather the materials. You’ll be entering the activities that your chapter undertook in the past year. You’ll need to come up with all the events that your club put on. An easy to way to obtain this is look at your club calendar for the past year. You’ll also want to list any new NAMGAR members for the year.

2. At the very top of the page is a cell where you put in your chapter name and another cell for your name. Below this in the General category enter the number of months (on average) that your club can drive your little British cars. If you can drive all 12 months, then enter 12. If you’re one of the northern clubs where cars are stored in the winter, enter the average number of months that cars are driven. There is a “factor” built in for the driving events for these chapters.

3. Enter each event or activity that your club put on last year. You may only enter each event once, but you can enter the event that has the highest point value. For example, if you had a tour (1.2), went to a museum (0.5), and then went to dinner as a group (0.5) you would enter this at the highest value of 1.2

4. If you have a printed or electronic newsletter that is managed by an editor, enter “Yes”. If you don’t, enter “No”. If you send out emails or send out information using social media enter “Yes”. We do not need the exact total as you get credit if you send out 5 or 500. If you have an editor-managed newsletter and send out emails etc, you can enter both.

5. Enter the number of articles and photos that someone in your club got published in MGA! or on the NAMGAR website. If the article appeared in both, just count it as one. Required articles by Board or Staff members do not count. Was your Chapter Awarded  the Renkenberger Spirit Award last year? Was your Chapter Profile updated on the NAMGAR website last year and did you submit the required yearly report to us (Chapter Coordinators) last year? Indicate by answering Yes or No.

6. Finally enter the number of members in your club that joined NAMGAR for the first time in past year.
